Preparation

B Have lists of many types of heroes (ask
school or public librarian for sugges-
tions of those for whom books or other
information are accessible in your area).
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Be sure to include a variety of ages, na-
tionalities, professions, talents, genders,
and so on. Be sure to include people who
had to struggle to overcome some adver-
sity (such as a physical, economic, politi-
cal, or mental problem).
